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Trends in Cocaine and Opioid
Overdoses

The percentage of overdoses due to a combination of opioids and cocaine has varied over the years. Notably, between 2018
and 2019 (January through August), the percentage of overdoses involving only opioids increased, while overdoses
containing both cocaine and opioids and overdoses containing only cocaine decreased. Demographically, there has been a
significant increase in both Black Males and Females from 2019 to 2020.
